Learning Together Through Play - Junk Modelling
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Children love designing and making their own models, so start by collecting cardboard boxes and tubes, yogurt pots, corks, cotton reels, lolly sticks, plastic trays and lids, milk bottle tops etc.

Let them explore ways of attaching by providing:

· Children’s safety scissors for cutting               

· Cellotape, masking tape

· Glue sticks

· Glue and spreaders

Some words to use:

Make, model, cut, join, attach, connect, stick, glue, together, shape, fit.

Hints:

· Let your child choose what to make and decide what she needs.

· Help him find out how to connect things together.

Supervise your child with scissors, and be aware of any choking hazards.

This activity will help your child develop skills in these areas:

· Creative – using their imagination to design and make a model.

· Physical – developing co-ordination using eyes, hands and fingers.

· Knowledge & Understanding – through exploring the materials.

· Language – by talking with you.

· Problem solving, reasoning, numeracy – comparing size and length, estimating, and counting.

· Personal Development – making independent choices and decisions.
