Learning Together Through Play – Printing With Paint
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What to get:
· Paper 

· Objects for printing e.g. cardboard tubes, blocks, corks etc
· Some paint in a shallow tray 

What to do:
· Encourage your child to press an object into the paint, then on the paper
· Talk about the prints

· Try other objects, and talk about the  shapes they make
· Count how many prints your child can make before reloading the object with paint

Words to use: print, press, shape, round, circle, square, flat
Hints:

· Explore printing with other resources e.g. halved fruit or vegetables
Be aware of any potential choking hazards when using small objects.

This activity will help your child develop skills in these areas:
· Creative development – exploring printing with paint 

· Knowledge and Understanding – investigating the prints

· Language, Literacy and Communication skills – talking with you

· Personal and Social development – through their interest 

· Physical development – hand eye co-ordination

· Problem solving, reasoning, numeracy – counting, shape
