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What to get
· Shaving foam sprayed into a shallow plastic tray

What to do:

· Encourage your child to explore the foam

Words to use: foam, soft, white, feel, spread, sticky, smell, light

Hints:

· Try adding glitter or small world toys
Supervise your children to make sure they don’t put it in their mouths. Unsuitable for children with skin allergies or sensitivity.

This activity will help your child develop skills in these areas:

· Creative development – through sense of touch
· Knowledge and Understanding – investigating the foam
· Language, Literacy and Communication skills – talking about what happens
· Personal and Social development – through their interest 

· Physical development – hand eye co-ordination
