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Safeguarding Vulnerable Adults Policy

Fawcett & Homerton Children’s Centres recognise that in addition to safeguarding children, their responsibility extends to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of vulnerable adults. A Vulnerable Adult for the purpose of this policy is ‘anyone over the age of 18 who: 
‘Is or may be in need of Community Care Services by reason of mental or

other disability; age or illness and is or may be unable to take care of himself

or herself or is unable to protect themselves against significant harm or

Exploitation’ (No Secrets – DOH (2000))
The Children’s Centres will;
• Share information about adult protection and good practice with service users, staff, students and volunteers.
• Develop and maintain effective information sharing with statutory services and other agencies, involving service users as appropriate.

• Work collaboratively with the Local Adult Safeguarding Board

Any concern that a vulnerable adult is at risk of abuse will be discussed with the Named Designated Safeguarding Person or in their absence the nominated second or third designated person without delay and further action will be taken as necessary following Cambridgeshire Adult Safeguarding Guidance.
