
HOMERTON EARLY YEARS CENTRE
Policy for Sun Protection
At Homerton we want staff and children to enjoy the sun safely.  Staff and parents will work together to achieve this through:

EDUCATION 
· When better weather arrives, we talk to the children about keeping safe in the sun and may use stories, rhymes and songs to reinforce this message.

· Parents and carers are sent a letter explaining what we do about sun protection and how they can help. We provide calmer activities outside on hot, sunny days and additional shady areas. In addition we encourage children to drink lots of water.

· We discuss related issues in staff meetings to raise staff awareness.

· We promote the SunSmart skin cancer prevention message:
Stay in the shade 11-3;
Make sure you never burn;
Always cover up – wear a t-shirt and hat ;
Remember children burn more easily and
Then use factor 15+ sunscreen.
PROTECTION – this is an ongoing process:

Shade
· We have lots of trees in the outdoor play areas.

· We have a range of instant shade making resources, including tents and fabric dens.

· Each room opens onto a covered area.

Timetabling
· Children spend more time playing outside before 11.00am

· Children will be directed to shady areas in the afternoon sessions.

Clothing
· We require all children to wear a hat when playing outside.

· We provide sunhats for those who forget to bring one to Homerton.
· All staff will wear hats when outside to set a good example.

· We encourage parents to dress their children in tops that cover their shoulders.

· We will allow children to wear UV protective sunglasses if the parent thinks they are needed.

Sunscreen
· During the summer months, parents are asked to apply sunscreen at home before bringing their child in to the Centre.
· All day children. We send letters home requesting permission for staff to apply sunscreen whilst at the Centre and before going in the garden.
· The Centre provides sunscreen and ask for parent’s permission for its use.  If a child requires a specific sunscreen, then parents are asked to provide their own and label it with the child’s name.
