Learning Together Through Play – Gloop
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What to get:
· Cornflour, water, shallow plastic tray, spoon for mixing
What to do:

· Mix cornflour with water with the spoon until it feels solid under pressure. 

· Encourage your child to explore the texture of the mixture with hands and fingers. 
· Roll some into a ball – what happens when you stop?

Words to use: mix, stir, solid, liquid, pour, melt, feel, squeeze, roll, mould, hold, drip, collapse

Hints:

· Try adding a few drops of food colouring to the mixture

· Offer resources to extend play e.g. teaspoons, small world toys
Be aware of any potential choking hazards when using small objects.
This activity will help your child develop skills in these areas:

· Creative development – through sense of touch
· Knowledge and Understanding – investigating the mixture
· Language, Literacy and Communication skills – talking about what happens
· Personal and Social development – through their interest 

· Physical development – hand eye co-ordination
