Learning Together Through Play - Ice 
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What to get:

· Ice cubes

· A shallow tray

What to do:

· Encourage your child to explore and observe the ice cubes

· Listen and respond, letting your child take the lead
· Ask questions, such as “What’s happening?”
Words to use: cold, hard, frozen, icy, water, freeze, melt, slippery, liquid, solid

Hints:

· Use different shaped ice cube trays to stimulate interest. 

· Make different coloured cubes using food colouring.

· Freeze larger blocks of ice with plastic toys hidden inside for your child to free.

· Make home made ice lollies to taste!

Be aware of any potential choking hazards when hiding objects in ice.

This activity will help your child develop skills in these areas:

· Personal and Social development – independent learning 

· Knowledge and Understanding – investigating freezing and melting

· Problem solving, reasoning, numeracy – comparing size and shape

· Language – talking about what they are discovering

· Creative – using their senses 
· Physical – developing fine motor skills as they play
