Learning Together Through Play – Tyre Printing
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What to get:
· Paper 

· Easy to wash plastic toy vehicles e.g. tractors, cars 

· Some paint in a shallow tray 

What to do:
· Encourage your child to roll a vehicle through the paint, then across the paper, to make tyre track marks

· Try other vehicles, and talk about differences in the marks

Words to use: roll, tyres, marks, tracks, wide, narrow, long/er, short/er
Hints:

· Add another paint colour and see what happens when they mix

· Try other paint rolling resources e.g. conkers, marbles

Be aware of any potential choking hazards when using small objects.

This activity will help your child develop skills in these areas:
· Creative development – exploring printing with paint 

· Knowledge and Understanding – investigating tyre track prints
· Language, Literacy and Communication skills – talking with you
· Personal and Social development – through their interest 
· Physical development – hand eye co-ordination

· Problem solving, reasoning, numeracy – comparing, counting
