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HOMERTON EARLY YEARS CENTRE
CHARGING AND REMISSIONS POLICY FOR FAMILIES
1. Education during school hours

1.1 Any activity required specifically by the curriculum for the Early Years Foundation Stage cannot be charged for.

1.2 Any activity wholly or mainly in school hours, other than the above, is available free of charge to those in receipt of family credit or income support.  Voluntary contributions towards the cost of the activity may be invited and the school reserves the right to cancel the activity if insufficient funds are available. 

1.3 Charges can apply to drop-in groups, reduced charges can be available for those in receipt of child tax credit or similar state benefits e.g. disability benefits or to those volunteering to help run the groups.  

1.4 In certain circumstances, the provision of an activity in school time may be entrusted to a ‘third party’.  The school will be responsible for advising the third party on the adequacy of the arrangements made to secure the safety and welfare of the children.  In these cases, a charge can be levied direct on the parents by the third party.

1.5 On a voluntary basis, parents may contribute fruit for children’s snack times and towards the cost of ingredients and materials for use in cooking, messy play, art and DT, growing and planting projects.  

2. Activities outside school hours

2.1
Parents/carers and preschool children may be charged for the following:-
· Before and after school and holiday clubs.

· Sessions in The Nest

· Lunch sessions.

· Parent and toddler drop in sessions.

· Courses of workshops for adults.

· Creche facilities.

2.2 Charges may be made for out of school trips on the basis of parental willingness to pay for these ‘optional extras’. In the event that insufficient funds are raised through voluntary contributions, trips may not take place.
3. Breakages and Damages
3.1       The Governors are entitled to require parents to pay the cost of damage or loss to Centre items (e.g. breakage of a window, damage to furniture).  
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
